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INTRODUCTION
Graduated Approach
STEP 1    Teacher/Parent/Pupil initial concern – Teacher and ALNCo gather evidence (NC Levels/outcomes, National test Scores, CATS, attendance etc.)
STEP 2    Concerns remain – complete early years checklist, primary checklist 
Teacher/ALNCo discuss and if significant concerns remain    -   place at School Action and consider appropriate Level 1 provision/strategies (Quality first teaching/Provision for All – high quality differentiated teaching) QUALITY FIRST WHOLE CLASS TEACHING, CLASSROOM STRATEGIES AT LEVEL 1 PRIMARY 
Monitor/review IEP/IDP/1PP
STEP 3    Little/no progress made – collect further information (e.g. Parent questionnaire, The Pupil’s Voice Interview, The PACE Checklist)
Introduce Level 2 provision/strategies** (specific interventions running for a period of weeks designed for pupils with the potential to catch up with their peers and reach age related expectations). Classroom Strategies at Levels 2 and 3.
Monitor/review IEP/IDP/1PP
STEP 4    If progress is still poor  -  tweak level 2 provision/strategies**, update IDP/IPP and consider either:
a) Bringing to ALN Consultation - if there is a complex combination of ALN in addition to literacy difficulties, or ….
b) Placing on the register at SA+, with a ‘Joint ALN Notification’ (a.k.a ‘Inclusion Support Request Form’) for the attention of the LIST team (who will look at what’s been done and provide additional input as required). (LIST to consult with EP team if necessary)
Additional advice/assessment received and implemented from LIST/EPS/other agency
Monitor/review IEP/IDP/1PP
STEP 5    Little or no progress made - Investigate reasons for this; ensure adequate provision has been provided, environmental/social issues have been addressed. Collate information from the pathway/LIST/EPS and Introduce Level 3 provision/strategies** (highly structured programme, 1:1 or small-group intervention). Classroom Strategies at Levels 2 and 3.
Monitor/review IEP/IDP/1PP
STEP 6    Concerns regarding progress remain - Further discussion with, and advice from LIST/EPS.
Consider alternative level 3** intervention.
Monitor/review IEP/IDP/1PP
Possible application for additional resources at SA+, if the pupil’s needs are sufficiently severe and complex. See criteria/application form Request for additional resources at School Action Plus.
Monitor/review IEP/IDP/1PP
Concerns regarding progress remain - It is expected that children/young people whose sole difficulty is of a dyslexic nature would normally have their needs met within Schools' notional SEN funding and resources.
The authority accepts the basic principle incorporated in the SEN Code of Practice that only a very small minority of children will have SEN of a severity or complexity that requires a statutory assessment and a statement of special educational needs. If there is evidence to show that the School had implemented the graduated response and that the pupil continues to underachieve despite receiving the highest level of support available without a statement, or if there is convincing and well-documented  evidence of the immediate need for a Statutory Assessment, for example where a pupil has experienced a sudden and traumatic change of circumstances, or where the local authority is aware that the pupil may require a special school placement, a referral for Statutory Assessment might be considered.
Assessment of whether the statutory process is necessary is based on the totality of assessment and intervention at Provision for All, School Action and School Action Plus, proving insufficient, i.e. that progress remains insufficient.
